Haelkded, and behold, there was a cake
baked on the coals, and a bottle of water at hedh@&nd he ate and drank and lay down
again. The angel of the Lord came the second timet@auched him and said, ‘Arise and
eat, for the journey is too great for you.” So mese and ate and drank, and went in the
strength of that food forty days and nights to Hortde mount of God. There he came to a
cave and lodged in it; and behold, the word ofltbed came to him, and He said to him,
'What are you doing here, Elijah?(AMP)

However,
after Jesus was initiated into ministry throughnlstbaptism, He spent 40 days in the
desert wilderness receiving a new baptism. He e@snito the wilderness by the Spirit and
came out with power. He had to move from one mességhange into another type of
message of grace. In the wilderness, He met thié ¢Havresisted every temptation that
would be known to man. For 40 days, His love fon ymd me withstood any attempt of the
enemy to distract His purpose.

Rather than having a
mind-set that is saturated in His grace and lagalism is a mind-set that is steeped in
man’s judgment and control. Legalism always leadsride and unbelief. In Galatians,
legalism is even equated with witchcraft. Paul resithe Galatians that they were doing
great. They were having a good time, growing inltbed, and walking in faith. Then he
asks who has bewitched them? In other words, whowad their minds down to such a
degree that they were no longer able to receivgthee of God? Who brought legalism
into their midst? Our restoration cannot be reldaslile God is tightly locked in a box.
We must allow the Lord to remove our legalistidigieusly rigid mind-sets.

2. He removes condemnationSatan is a liar and a thief. He lies to us aboutposition

with God in order to steal the restoration Godfleasis. One of his favorite tactics is to
bombard believers with reminders of personal fasuor failures in their generations to the
point where they wear a sticky garment of condemnatnd guilt. They say things such as,
“God can't restore me because | . . . am divorbed, an abortion, had an affair, lied about
a friend, took what was not mine ... (you fill in thkank).” These are lies! You don’t have



to wear that old garment. The cycle of the pasterah Getting right with God and then
forgiving yourself will break the schemes the déwiended to use to keep you draped in a
shroud of guilt, no matter what you’ve done.

3. He removes judgmentalismJust as we must put away our own condemnatiomust
we put away condemning others through judgmentalBgcause of the law of sowing and
reaping, we really can’t fully do one without thiher. If we condemn others, we will be
condemned. And what’s worse, the Bible says thatowdoecome dangerously susceptible
to falling into thesamesin we accuse others of. Don’t be fooled. We atgmsit in
judgment. Judgmentalism has serious spiritual iaatibns and has the power to keep us
from entering into restoration.

He longs for our latter days to be greater thanfoumer days. God’s plan for you is
restoration! The first thing He restores in uthis first thing we originally lost and is the
first thing we always losecur COMMUNION! He must first bring us back into

intimate contact with Himself and others.

Relationship is difficult for many Christians siggdecause our society breeds fear of
intimacy. We protect ourselves. We don’t want tolgat. We don’t want to allow our
emotions to be seen. And to complicate mattersethicho have experienced broken
relationships in the past don’t want to chancerfutatimacy. But the simple fact is that we
need one another. We need God. Without one orttiex,ave will never enter into the
fullness of restoration. We must begin to allow Goanake us intimate communicators
with Himself and then each other.

First and foremost, we need to embrace an intimedégionship with God. The classic
analogy is Mary and Martha (see Luke 10:38-42).g&%so caught up in what we are to do
that we forget what we are about. Mary sat at de¢ 6f Jesus until she knew her destiny.
Once she knew the purpose of her life, then shielggudo the dishes with Martha, or
anything else that needed to be done. She didagbect the task. Through intimacy, Mary
simply gained what she needed for her life and tbaded to the business of the house.

The Holy Spirit
brings revelation to us in order to give us thedwrs to dismantle the enemy’s authority
upon the earth. Therefore, if we resist the spiriruth, which enables us to have fresh
power against Satan, we fall into the enemy’s trap.

Poverty mentality. A poverty mentality keeps us from entering out pdtential. Those
bound by expectations of poverty never look beythrednarrow scope of the immediate
lack in order to find God'’s rich promises for theure. If we expect to live in poverty,
whether physically or spiritually, we will not bésdppointed. Poverty says, “God is not
capable!” The poverty mentality is not just linkeih possessions, but with every issue of
supply in our lives, including such things as rielaghips to God and to one anothiEnere
is one who scatters, yet increases more; and tisspae who withholds more than is right,
but it leads to poverty.(Prov. 11:24) If we have a poverty mentality, wad to resist
giving because there may not be enough left ovewdver, the Word of God says that a
mind-set like that will actually lead to poverty.@hhust get right in our giving if we are to
break out of poverty! Another issue of povertyasrid in Proverbs 21:5, which sa§Ehe
plans of the diligent lead surely to plenty, buigé of everyone who is hasty, surely to



poverty.” You must learn to wait upon the Lord! To wait meam see the door of
opportunity opened to you. If you become hasty getcdout of God'’s timing, you miss your
door of opportunity and you are held in poverty.

False humility. This differs a little from the poverty mentalityalse humility will cause us
to say, “I know God has more, but | just don’t dgeat.” Not one of us deserves all that
God has given us. We have all fallen short. Butafidis grace and love for us, and
because He has a covenant with us, the Lord affefi$e abundantly—no matter what we
have come out of. False humility negates confidemzkboldness. Confidence and
boldness are linked with faith and belief in thejgel of the Lord Jesus Christ. The Early
Church was a bold church. False humility is notthag pride in disguise. It is also linked
with a religious spirit that can hold us in undbamme (back to the “I don’t deserve it”
mentality). Romans 1:16 tells us not‘lashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the pow
of God to salvation.”

Laziness.Though we may not feel that we don’t deserve me®f us just may not want to
deal with the responsibility of inheritance. Luk&48 says that to whom much is given,
much shall be required.

If we do not resist and break
free from laziness, it will lead to poverty. If vibeeak free from this spirit, we will begin to
see a new level of supply.

Fear. Some people do not want to take a risk that maggeired in order to possess their
inheritance. | know a couple who, after a miscgeiavere so devastated by the experience
that they decided not to try for more children diyripecause of the fear of the same thing
happening again. Fear can be a gripping and immotglforce that keeps us from even
trying to reach beyond our present circumstandesariuture that is unknown. Ask God to
break the back of any fear that immobilizes you.

Presumption. Satan would love to capture us in one of two waytber through unbelief
or presumption. Many fall into the latter snarepgbgsuming to know what God has for
them and how He wants to accomplish His purposesriéd can know exactly what God
has in store for them. People who have receivephatic words often begin to work on
making the prophecy come to pass, only to be fgrdisappointed. Even if we know in
general where the Lord wants to take us, we misvaliim to set our path to get there.
Furthermore, we must be prepared that our “theray not look like we imagined. God’s
ways are far above ours. And His plan of redempaiod inheritance in our lives is far
more complete and fulfilling than any plan we mighdft on our own.

Past woundings.Just as fear can immobilize us, so can past wogsdif we feel we have



been treated unjustly, we may not be able to tAast or others enough to stay in our
covenant place. We must come to a place of forgisemand then allow God to heal and
soothe those places where we have been too wouadedve forward. If we do not, we
will never possess our inheritance.

Rebellion/authority problems. We cannot secure our inheritance until our autori
structures are in place. That means that God te@throne of our lives and that we submit
not only to Him but also to those who are in autlyaver us here on earth. If we have a
problem with rebellion and with submitting to biddi authority structures, we must ask the
Lord to reveal the root of the problem so we cdmodrselves of it. God cannot lead us into
our inheritance if we refuse to follow!
